CRIMINAL SUMMARY  

 

 
Part I Crime, is up (108) in Spring Lake compared to (93) last year but down in Ferrysburg (50) 

compared to (55) last year.  Part II Crime, was down in Spring Lake (243) compared to (310) last year 

but up in Ferrysburg, (289) compared to (259) in 2006.  Total Crime in 2007 was down (690) compared 

to (717) in 2006. 

 

Part I Crime, which is the more serious, was up in Spring Lake, mainly due to (16) more larcenies being 

reported.  The most common larcenies were fail to pays from gas stations. 

 

Part II Crime, decreased in Spring Lake but increased in Ferrysburg.  The biggest increases were in 

vandalisms and the all other category.     

 

We had another fortunate year with no reports of murders and only one rape in Spring Lake.  The rape 

was committed by a known associate and was solved.    

 

The solution rate for Part I Crime increased again 60% in 2007 from 57% in 2006.  The National average 

in 2006 for Part I Crime was 37%.   The total crime cleared was a remarkable 93% in 2007. 
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TRAFFIC SUMMARY  

The number of accidents in Spring Lake was up (127) in 2006 to (131) in 2007. Ferrysburg was also up 

by one (113) in 2006 to (114) in 2007.  One fatal accident occurred in Spring Lake and one fatal accident 

occurred in Ferrysburg.   

 

The department made 247 traffic arrests, which includes driving on suspended or revoked licenses, no 

insurance and no operatorôs license ever applied.  This is up from 144 last year.    

 

Traffic citations issued went up 483 or 25% from last year (1,941) in 2006 to (2,424) in 2007.   Speeding 

citations were also up in both communities (975) in 2006 to (1,120) in 2007.   The police department 

utilized a traffic car during the summer months which contributed to the increase in traffic enforcement.   

Operating While Intoxicated (O.W.I.) arrests and parking citations were also up in both communities.
